Participation


The participation part of your grade has two parts: notes and daily participation points. You will earn full credit for your notes if they are complete, readable, and in order. You will be allowed to use notes on most quizzes and tests. Daily points will be given for being on time with all of your materials, and for your general participation (using class time appropriately.)
