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Tests





The best way to prepare for a mathematics test is to keep up with your assignments. You are eligible to retake a test if you had all of your assignments for that unit completed on time and you complete a remedial assignment for the unit. In general, quizzes cannot be retaken.





Assignments





Assignments will be given almost every day. Most assignments will not be collected until two days after they are given so that you have time to ask questions and make corrections. Most assign-ments will be worth ten points. The maximum you can earn on a late assignment is 7.5 points.





Participation





The participation part of your grade has two parts: notes and daily participation points. You will earn full credit for your notes if they are in one notebook, complete, readable, and in order. You will be allowed to use notes on most quizzes and tests. Daily points will be given for being on time with all of your materials, having your assignment completed, and for your general participation (using class time appropriately.)
