Name of Course:  Practical and Functional Academics, Life Skills, and Work Skills.

Grade Level(s):  7-12

Program Description:   The program serves students with mild to sever developmental cognitive delays and students who can have their needs met in this setting.  Amount of services are determined by student IEP's with services ranging from classroom and study support to complete instruction in the special education setting.  All instruction in the special education setting is individualized to the student's level.

Program Objectives:
1.  Encourage student growth in independence in learning, social skills, and  personal cares.

2.  Provide support for students during accademic and nonaccademic times during the school day.
3.  Improve student's self esteem and self control.

completing forms, giving directions, laundry skills, restaurant skills, budgeting,

volunteering, and other life skills as stated in the IEP

Individualized Curriculum:  -Human sexuality, behavior, social skills, science, technology, community/school job placements, or any skills stated in the IEP that are not covered in regularly offered mainstream or special education classes.

Formal Evaluation (final test/assessment description):  Students are formally assessed every three years as required by law.  In addition frequent class assignments, homework, projects, and tests are given.
Grading:   -A = 100 - 95%, A- = 94 - 90%, B+ = 89 - 85%, B = 84 - 80%, B- = 79 - 75%, C+ = 74 - 70%, C = 69 - 65%, C- = 64 - 60%, D = 59 - 45%, and F = below 45 %.
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
