Course Syllabus

Name of Course:  Technology Education
Grade Level(s): 8
Course Description:  This course is designed for the student to be able to explore various technical areas of study in order to find possible paths or links to future careers or courses of study.  Some of the units (modules) will be completed in a self directed environment where 2 students follow self guided directions and complete the projects, other units will be completed in large group (class) format.
Course Objectives:  Students will:

8.  Develop cooperative attitudes, and constructive work habits, and other traits that will help secure and maintain employment in the future.
