Inappropriate/Foul Language
Time and place, people. Perhaps there are times in your life when you feel the need to express yourself using an expletive or two, however, may I remind you that school is not your room, you car, nor your favorite hangout – it is school. It is a place you can learn skills – both academic and social – that you will use in the years ahead. It is best to practice now what you will need to use in the future: self control. Therefore, students heard using inappropriate or foul language in class will be required to stay after school to write letters to their parents, me (Ms. Thulien) and Ms. Larson describing the words they used, why they used them and what they’re going to do/say next time a similar situation arises. Grading:

I am not one who offers the option of “redos” very often because I believe your best effort should be given the first time; therefore, do not expect them to be regular practice. In the event a redo is allowed, 80% will be the highest score you can earn.

Late Work 

I despise late work. However, I am not a completely heartless person, so here’s my deal: 

1. Two late work coupons are rewarded per semester. You can turn in a missing assignment with a LWC at ANY TIME and receive full credit. Late work coupons apply to daily work only not to projects/papers/tests etc. Unused LWCs can be “cashed in” as extra credit at the end of the semester – but only if a student does not have any missing OR late assignments.
